OWNER/INSTALLER Visually inspect your hardwood product,
once you have started to install your product you and the
owner are considered to have accepted the product.
Hardwood is a natural product by its nature, each Plank is a
unique product characterized by its variations in grain and
colour. Opus Floors are manufactured in accordance with
industry standards, which permit up to 5% Defect tolerance,
either manufacturing or natural. The installer assumes
responsibility for final inspection and visual inspection with
the customer for the product before installing.

Preparation:

Prior to installation the site should be structurally complete
and enclosed. All exterior doors and windows must be
installed. Any inside work (masonry, drywall, paint, etc.) must
be complete and allowed adequate drying time to eliminate
any unnecessary moisture within the building

Concrete should be at least 60 days old, preferably 120 days
old. Permanent HVAC (heating/air conditioning) systems must
be in use and operating 14 days prior to installation,
maintaining a constant room temperature between 16-27°C
(60-80°F) and a relative humidity between 30-55%. The
product should not be delivered to site if these environmental
conditions have not been met.

Environmental conditional are specified as pre-installation
requirements and should be maintained for the life of the
floor. It is the responsibility of the owner/installer to
determine if the job site subfloor and conditions are
environmentally and structurally acceptable for engineered
wood floor installation. Check the wood moisture content of
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
